Disabled Veterans’ Standard Homestead Exemption (DVSHE)

      * Primary residence occupied by a disabled veteran on January 1 of the assessment year
      * Disabled veteran award letter states 30% less than 50%  $2,500 reduction in property’s EAV

      * Disabled veteran award letter states 50% less than 70%  $5,000 reduction in property’s EAV

      * Disabled veteran award letter states 70% to 100%  veteran pays NO property tax

      * Must reapply annually at the Township Office or Supervisor of Assessment’s Office since disability can    

   change from year to year.  Proof of disability must be for the same year as the assessment year.
      *After initial application, Tazewell County Assessment Office will send out forms annually usually between
